6. During the year company has sold the MIDC (Mumbai) Land & Building to meet the liability of Strategic investors as per the resolution passed by
the Board of Directors on 23.08.2017.

7.During the Year, company has repaid Rs.1065.00 lacs to the Strategic Investors M/s. Seftech Phosphate Private Limites against Unsecured Loans of
Rs.8170.42 lacs taken for OTS purpose. However the balance of Seftech India Private Limites has been fully paid.

8. The company has valued the assets of the company as on 31st March, 2018 as a result there is an upward valuation of Land & Building and Plant
machinery of Rs. 6572.30 (Net). Further, the same has been transferred to profit and loss account to the extent of Rs. 3,342.92 lacs accounted for as

revaluation reserve in the previous year and the balance surplus of Rs. 3229.38 lacs has been transferred to Profit and Loss as Other comprehensive
income.

9. Company is engaged in manufacturing and trading of engeneering equipments and project supplies/services for various industries. Company has

only one operating segment because the other unit i.e. TPE plant is finally closed and not functional. Also all the assets of the Company are domiciled in
India and the Comapny carns its entire revenue from its operations in India.

10. The figures of previous period have been regrouped wherever necessary.

11. The figures for the three months ended 31/03/2018 and 31/03/2017 , are arrived at as difference between audited figures in respect of the full
financial year and the published figures upto nine months of the relevant financial vear.

INDEPENDENT AUDITOR’S REPORT

TO THE MEMBERS OF ATV PROJECTS INDIA LIMITED

Report on the standalone Ind AS Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying standalone Ind AS financial statements of ATV Projects
India Limited (“the Company”), which comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2018, the
Statement of Profit and Loss (Including other comprehensive income) and Cash Flow
Statement and the statement of Changes in Equity for the year ended, and a summary of
significant accounting policies and other explanatory information( hereinafter referred to as
“standalone Ind AS Financial Statements”).

Management’s Responsibility for the standalone Ind AS Financial Statements

disqualified as on 31 March, 2018 from being appointed as a director in terms of
section 164(2) of the Act.
